Napavine, Sept. 15, 1927—Rev. Edwin Lincoln Hughes, for the past eleven years a respected resident of this city; died at the family home Wednesday night, aged 65 years. Death resulted from a series of paralytic strokes suffered over a period of recent years. Reverend Hughes was for forty, years a member of the Puget Sound conference of the Methodist Episcopal church. He had lived at various times during his ministerial work in different cities of Washington. He retired from the ministry in 1920. During his active life he filled several local positions of trust, having been city clerk at 
Toledo and at Napavine  and postmaster here from 1922 to 1926. At Toledo and La Center he had also acted as town marshal. Reverend Hughes had lived thirty years in Lewis county.
Surviving relatives include the widow, Mrs. Lettie Hughes; two daughters, Mrs. Christina Martin and Miss Lettie Hughes of Napavine; six sons, Earl, Earnest and William' of Napavine; Roy and Bowman of Centralia, and Clarence of San Antonio, Texas; also 21 grandchildren. Two sisters reside in Ohio, Mrs. B. B. Bowman at Canal Winchester and Mrs. B. F. Kauffman at Columbus.                      
Funeral services will be held at the Methodist church in Centralia at 2:30 Sunday afternoon, directed by C. L. Sticklin. Burial will be at Mt. View.

Edwin Lincoln Hughes was born in Delaware, Ohio, June 3, 1862, and died at his home in Napavine, Washington, September 14, 1927, the date of the opening session of the Puget Sound Conference, of which he was a retired member.
The funeral was held in the First Methodist Episcopal Church, Centralia, Wash., Sunday, September 18, the writer conducting the service. A large number of friends from the charges 

where he had served in his ministry attended the funeral and the floral display was beautiful covering the chancel and platform. Interment was in the cemetery north of Centralia.
In the Journal of the Puget sound Conference for 1886, in the report of the Olympia District, A.J. Hanson, Presiding Elder, is the following: "Lewis River Circuit. On this extended field, G.G. Ferguson has just completed his third year. Shortly after Conference, Edwin L. Hughes, a local preacher from Delaware, Ohio, a young man of good abilities and excellent spirit, was put on the work as assistant pastor, and rendered excellent service." In that same report, under the head of Cowlitz Circuit, it reads: "Since the middle of June, Brother Hughes, late assistant on the Lewis River work, has been in charge, and matters have assumed a better shape." At this Conference session the name of E.L. Hughes appears in the list of those admitted on trial and he was appointed to the Cowlitz Circuit. Besides these two large Circuits, Brother Hughes served as pastor at Kelso, South Prairie, Skamokawa, Willapa, Castle Rock, Pe Ell, Pioneer, Winlock, Oakville, Satsop and Toledo. With the exception of one year, he served all his ministry within the bounds of the Vancouver District and much of that time on charges that were developed from the two Circuits he served the first year of his ministry.
On May 1, 1889, Brother Hughes was united in marriage with Lettie Davolt, at Kelso, Washington. To this union was born eleven children, eight of whom are still living. He is survived by his widow, Mrs. Lettie Davolt Hughes; two daughters, Mrs. W.H. Martin and Lettie Hughes, of Napavine, and six sons, Roy and Bowman of Centralia, Ernest, Earl and William of Napavine and Clarence, who resides in San Antonio, Texas; also 21 grandchildren. Two sisters reside in Ohio. --- Spencer S. Sulliger.
