Section 3:  Explanation of Traditional Research Methods (Direct and Indirect Evidence)
Mary Lee Hughes was born on 24 May 1918 at Eagle Pass, Texas to Vivian Saiz Urrabas, daughter of Isabel Urrabas and Sirria Saiz. At issue are the conflicting documents of the original birth certificate and the amended birth certificate and the named father on each. Although the original birth certificate is usually the most accurate source for proof of parentage, in the case of Mary Lee Hughes, the amended birth certificate was created to record and support that Clarence William Hughes, and consequently the DAR line carrier,was her biological father and not the named father on the first record of birth for Mary Lee Hughes, which named Guy D. Robertson as the birth parent, along with Vivian Urrabas. 
Gloria Mata (the APPLICANT) and her brother David Morales have both done DNA tests with AncestryDNA and both strongly matched many Hughes and Davolt cousins. The surnames Hughes and Davolt are exclusively in the Hughes line of descent and do not occur anywhere else in the Mata ancestral lines. I was given access to view Gloria’s  and her brother’s (David Morales) DNA matches. In addition, I also reviewed the tree of the Matas/Morales and researched the lineage of the originally named birth father Guy D. Robertson. 

Exhaustive research was done to not only uncover the truth of the who Mary Lee Hughes’ father was, but also to attempt to find a patriot within the Robertson line to replace the McMurtry patriot, should Robertson be the true father.  

Guy Robertson vs. Clarence Hughes
DNA Evidence: David Morales , brother to Gloria Mata and uncle to Patty Ann Mata (applicants), as well as Gloria Mata (APPLICANT) each matched several AncestryDNA testers who also named lineal ancestors Edwin Lincoln Hughes and Lettie Davolt in their trees. Additionally, these testers did not include any of the Urrabas ancestors that were exclusive to David, Gloria, and Patricia. Conversely, no matches for David, nor any of the matches for the Hughes lines, had any DNA matches that contained the surname ROBERTSON, nor the names that were located in the Guy Robertson ancestral lines. When a search was done for Davolt or Hughes surnames within the matches on AncestryDNA, the top match for David Morales was a “David Hughes” who matched at 601 centimorgans to Gloria Mata and 553 to David Morales (brother to applicant). “David Hughes” has a public tree that shows he is the son of Charles William Hughes, who was brother to CLARENCE LEE HUGHES (the biological father to Mary Lee Hughes). Shared DNA matches include trees that also include shared ancestors Rev. Lincoln Edwin Hughes and Lettie Davolt, both of whom are proven as the parents of Clarence William Hughes, and who were Mary Lee Hughes’ grandparents, as is now supported by DNA and the amended birth certificate. 

Original birth certificate: It is unknown as to why Vivian Urrabas named Guy Robertson as the father of Mary Lee, and would also name him as the father of her second child Walter. No marriage record has been found for Vivian Urrabas and Guy Robertson, nor for a marriage for Clarence and Vivian. Guy Robertson and Vivian Urrabas never appear together on any other records. However, Vivian and Clarence appear together on the 1920 Census, together in several San Antonio, Texas directories, and she retained the Hughes surname in spite of other possible marriages and was buried under the Hughes surname. Likewise, both Mary Lee and Walter went by the last name of Hughes. Amended Birth Certificate:  The amended certificate was recorded when Mary Lee was 16 years old, and the same person who witnessed the birth of Mary Lee also attested to the “true and accurate” account of Mary Lee’s birth on both the original and amended certificate.
Supporting evidence: On 14 August 1926, Vivian and her children are mentioned in the Washington state newspaper, near the home of Clarence Hughes’ parents, saying that “Mrs. Vivian Hughes and children left for their home at Harlengen, Texas after making an extended visit at the E.L. Hughes home and with other relatives there.” Chehalis Bee-Nugget (Chehalis, Washington) pg 2 col 2. “Local and Personal”.  Chehalis, Washington was the location of Charles Hughes’ family.
CONCLUSION:
Mary Lee Hughes was the biological daughter of Clarence Hughes and Vivian Urrabas, as is supported by the documents, and including DNA as supporting proof to the Hughes family line.
